CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT TO OPERATEA AUTOMOBILE
AND BOAT DETAILING BUSINESS AT 9825 DURAND AVE,
BUILDING 1B BE APPROVED SUBJECT TO THE FOLLOWING
CONDITIONS:

That memo presented to the Plan Commission on August 13, 2009 is
incorporated herein and said approval is subject to those conditions
and is subject to the conditions contained herein.

. That all appropriate building and occupancy permits be requested
from the Building Inspection Department.

. That the maximum hours of operation be from 8:00 am. to 6:00 p.m.
Mon- Fri. and 9:00 am. to 5:00 p.m. Saturday and closed on Sunday
and no other operations outside of the maximum hours of operation.

. That all aspects of the operation of this business be conducted indoors
including vending machines, product displays or sales.

1. All trash and recyclables be stored in closed containers
and screened from view. All garbage receptacles shall
be commercial or industrial grade with top covers and
spring-loaded door.
