Proceedings from the Regular Board Meeting March 31, 2008
President Steven Jansen called meeting to order at 6:00 PM with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Present were Trustees J. Johnson, Klinkosh, Busha, Lynaugh, Wright, G. Johnson, and President Jansen.  Also present was Public Works Director Stachowski and Acting Director of Public Safety Marschke.

CORRESPONDANCE – Clerk Hanstad informed the Board that Chief Marschke recently conducted alcohol 
compliance checks at local businesses. Village Food & Liquor had an employee sell to an underage person. Clerk Hanstad mentioned that Village Food and Liquor has sold to an underage person the past three compliance checks, thus putting the business over the allowed point accumulation for alcohol beverage violations.
